Membership: Jody Grundy will create promotional materials in pdf form for approval and then for printing.  
Student discount policy: Jody Grundy and Bob Hoss will look the student discount policy over from a financial standpoint and the membership committee will make a recommendation to the board. We may include others such as Rita in the process.
CE for conference: Curt Hoffmann will explore the opportunity for PDP credits at the Sonoma conference.
Conference evaluation study: McCabe and Alan Siegel will reword the evaluation question regarding AV.
Student research awards: Sheila Asato will send graphic images from her award presentation to Curt Hoffmann in JPEG.  
IASD financial responsibilities for regional events: Bob Hoss, Rita Dwyer, Sheila Asato, Olaf Hansen, Jody Grundy, Marcia Emery and Robert Gongloff will comprise a study group to look into augmenting guidelines on ways of conducting different kinds of regionals. One of their first tasks may be to determine a tier structure. One primary focus of this group will be to establish financial guidelines for these tiers. Another will be to find ways to nurture up and coming regionals for developing membership.
Regional committee report: Olaf Hansen will work on a proposal for establishing and managing a revolving fund for regional meetings.
Montreal conference 2008: Layne Dalfen will attempt to renegotiate with Bonaventure on room nights and the price per room; Bob Hoss agreed to help. Layne will check the distance from John Abbott to the McGill residence halls. She will also check on availability and costs at other hotels outside of town.
DreamTime: Richard Russo will determine the actual price of producing an issue of DreamTime and confer with Robert Waggoner about the feasibility of printing additional copies, as we are looking at a budget deficit for this year and perhaps the next. They will determine the cost versus what we can hope to recover.

Ethics committee: The committee needs to establish operating procedures, including documenting complaints, reporting results, and establishing historical records. Also, they need to ask Curt Hoffmann what his concerns are concerning having the IASD president as a member of the committee, and make recommendations about that.
